My Dear Confreres, 
 

Loving greetings of joy and peace from Don Bosco Provincial House, 
Hyderabad. 
 

1. Synod on the Eucharist 
The synodal Fathers, about 256 from 188 countries, gathered for a three-
week long Synod of Bishops from 2 to 22 October 2005, at St Peter’s 
Basilica, reaffirmed the Church's positions on many of its central 
teachings. The aim of the Synod was to offer Pope Benedict XVI 
suggestions on how "to update and deepen the Eucharistic life of the 
Church".  
 

Bishops participating in the Synod approved the Message of the Synod of 
Bishops to the People of God, at the conclusion of the XIth Ordinary 
General Assembly on Friday, 21 October 2005. The synodal message 
entitled, “The Eucharist: Living Bread for the Peace of the World” is 
enclosed along with this letter. 
 

2. The Solemnity of All Saints  
Today more than ever sanctity has an astonishing mass appeal.  The 
people flock to sacred places and persons for the experience of divine 
consolation and comfort. The youngsters look forward to role models, 
icons and images for imitation and inspiration.  The Feast of All Saints 
presents before us a galaxy of luminaries who have survived the time of 
distress and washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of 
the Lamb (Rev. 7: 14).  
 
Pope Benedict XVI, at the conclusion of the Synod of Bishops, has 
elevated another five men to sainthood to be the bright stars. Among 
those canonized was Alberto Hurtado Cruchaga, a Chilean Jesuit known 
for his work with the poor and the young. Two others came from 
Ukraine: Josef Bilczewski, Archbishop of Lviv, who was greatly admired 
by Catholics, Orthodox Christians and Jews during World War I; and 



Zygmunt Gorazdowski, who founded the Congregation of the Sisters of 
St. Joseph to care for the sick and the poor. Two Italians, Felice da 
Nicosia, a lay Capuchin who lived in the 1700s, and Gaetano Catanoso, 
who founded the Veronican Sisters of the Holy Face in 1934, were also 
among those canonized. 
 
We also remember the galaxy of Salesian saints, and especially Sts. 
Versiglia and Caravario whose feast occurs on 13 November. From the 
coming year onwards, we will be celebrating the feast of the twin martyrs 
on 25th of February and of Bl. Maddalena Morano on Tuesday, 15 
November 2005. May the celebration of the Solemnity of All Saints Day 
and the memory of the Salesian Saints impel us to work assiduously, like 
these holy men and women of the Church, for the hastening of the 
kingdom of God. 
 
3. All Souls’ Day 
This feast is an acknowledgement of the transitory nature of human 
beings who are fragile and brittle in every way. The celebration on 
Wednesday, 2 November 2005, include Masses and prayers for the dead, 
public processions, private visits to the cemeteries, and decoration of the 
graves with flowers and lights. This celebration erases any distance 
between the deceased and us when we remember, “You are dust, unto 
dust you shall return” (Gen. 3:19).  
 
At this time let us also recommend to the benevolence of the Lord Fr. 
John Varricatt SDB, who returned to the Lord on 21 August 2002. May 
he rest in peace.  Moreover, our heart felt condolences to Fr. T.D. John 
and his dear and near ones at the passing way of Mr. Devassy Tharakan 
at the age of 95 on 19 October 2005 at Trichur, Kerala. May the Lord 
God grant him eternal rest. May I also remind you to offer the customary 
Mass for the deceased parents of the Salesians on Friday, 25 November 
2005, and to intercede for them in a special way. 
 
4. A Note of Thanks! 
The Retreat for the Rectors, Parish Priests and In-Charges was held from 
24 November 2005. Rev. Fr. John Lens, our pioneer missionary, was the 
facilitator of this renewal programme. His animation, centred on the life 
of Don Bosco and the various aspects of Salesian life, was significantly 
appealing to the participants. May his enthusiasm for the rich Salesian 
heritage stir us in the footsteps of Don Bosco. On behalf of the Province, I 
thank him for his inspiring animation and example, especially during the 
retreat days. 
 
 



5. Provincial Community Day 
The fraternal life is a gift and a prophecy of communion. “For this reason 
we commit ourselves to grow in a spirituality of relationships conscious 
that God calls us to live in community and entrusts us with brothers to 
love. The family spirit involves cultivating a genuine spirit of faith, living 
deep interpersonal relationships, growing in mutual esteem and openness, 
and in the ability to be reconciled and to share with each other. Each 
confrere develops his capacity for relationships, convinced of the close 
connection between the maturing of the individual and the community. We 
all feel committed therefore not to neglect whatever helps in the process of 
individual and community growth” (Salesian Community Today: GC 25, P. 
27-28).  
 
Striving towards a fraternal communion as envisaged in the GC 25, let 
us celebrate the Provincial Community Day meaningfully. The 
celebration will be hosted by Don Bosco, Ravulapalem, on Tuesday, 22 
November 2005 as part of the Silver Jubilee celebrations of the Salesian 
presence at Ravulapalem. May this celebration bring about in us a 
renewed vigour to face the challenges of communion and fellowship! 
 

6. History and Scope of Province 
To conclude the task of the revision of Province Directory we need to 
complete the write up on the History and Scope of every presence. May I 
remind once again all those Rectors, In-charges and Directors who have 
not sent the updated version, to complete the documentation on the 
History and Scope of the presences and submit it to Provincial Secretary 
when you come for the meeting to be held on 21st of November 2005.
