Salesian Provincials’ Conference of South Asia

meeting held from 14 to 17th September 2005.  The following points were discussed

personnel at various fields of apostolate and for the mission work. 

e) The proposal for making some alterations if necessary in the format of the 

Periodic Assessment of the Salesians in Formation. 

f) Mid-term evaluation of the functioning of the National Commissions. 

g) Centenary celebrations and the visit of the Rector Major. 

h) Review of the implementation of the Six Year Plan based on the priorities of 

the Rector Major 

 

Centenary Days 
The recently concluded meeting of the SPCSA dedicates Friday, 06 January 2006, to 

celebrate in every Salesian Community all over India as a day of thanksgiving with a 

prayer service to commemorate the arrival of the first group Salesians at Mumbai 100 

years ago.  

In addition, an Act of Entrustment to be made on Thursday 5 February 2006 in all 

the Salesian communities all over India to keep the Centenary Day, recommending 

every confrere and every Salesian apostolate into the loving hands of the Good 

Shepherd who was tangibly leading us forward during the last 100 years. Hence we 

shall celebrate Thursday, 05 February 2006 as a Day of Entrustment. The centenary 

animation materials will be despatched to every Community for prayer and liturgical 

services. The special Centenary Prayer can form part of our Evening Prayer, 

preferably at end of the Spiritual Reading. 



 

At the Province level, the various Provincial Commissions had drawn up a Centenary Plan of 

Action to celebrate the event in a most fitting manner. Hence I request the Delegates and the 

members of the Commission to put the finishing touches and to complete their ventures to 

mark the Centenary Day of celebrations. 

 

Cyclonic Ravages  
The situation in the ten flood-hit districts of Andhra Pradesh, where the death toll rose 

up to 90 and the loss of crop and property was over Rs.1,800 crores, continues to be 

grim. Due to the incessant downpour, habitations were inundated, irrigation tanks and 

crops have been submerged, many rural areas were marooned, countless villages had 

become inaccessible, and thousands of people were displaced. Besides, the road and 

rail transport systems were put to disarray.  

 

Among those affected are our communities at Wyra, Gunadala, Pezzonipet, 

Ravulapalem, Vijayawada, Kondadaba Nuzvid and Visakapatanam. Our Salesian 

houses have been sheltering the homeless and reaching out to meet their basic 

necessities. Bosco Seva Kendra, the Development Office of the Province, is 

organizing relief work with help of the Communities. 
 

Degree College at Chandur 
To make higher education available to those who live on the outer fringes of society, 

and in particular to the deprived youth, the Salesian Community at Chandur has 

widened its horizons to accommodate a Degree College along with the existing Junior 

College. Don Bosco Degree College at Chandur was inaugurated on Friday, 9 

September 2005, in simple ceremony. We are duty bound to thank the Most. Rev. 

Govindu Joji, the Bishop of Nalgonda, who has given his whole hearted support by 

contributing the land needed to establish the college.  I wish Fr. Garalpatti Kishore, 

the Rector and Correspondent and Fr. Peyyala Ignatius, the Principal and the Salesian 

Community of Chandur, God’s choicest blessings and the untiring energy of Don 

Bosco in drawing out the best intellectual capacity of the youth of the region.    

 

New Salesian Residence at Patsala Tadiparru 
I congrtulate the Fr. Jose Abraham and members of the community of  P.T. Parru for 

having begun the construction of the Salesian residence. There was a laying of the 

foundation stone for the new Salesian residence at Don Bosco, P.T. Parru on 8 

September 2005. The old presbytery has been housing the confreres for a long time. 

Hence it will have a face-lift during the centenary year.
