1. Medical rehabilitation of the OH through restorative surgery, supply of Mobility Aids and Physiotherapy.

2. Educational rehabilitation of the OH and SH through academic qualifications.  Being an integrated and co-education school, the poor boys and girls of the nearby villages are also benefiting.  Residential care is provided for 100 students OH and SH in the proportion – two thirds and one third.

3. Psychological rehabilitation of the OH and SH through personal counseling and individual follow up and parent counseling sessions.

4. Social rehabilitation of the OH and SH.  For the SH it would call for marriage and settling them.
ASSUMPTION CHURCH, VIJAYAWADA

The Scope of this Salesian work was understood to be initially pastoral in the limited sense of parish ministry.  This has in course of time broadened to embrace youth pastoral in its complex and varied dimensions, including youth in distress.  Promotion of vocation to Salesian and Religious life is an important aspect of the scope of this mission.
DON BOSCO, GUNADALA

The Salesians here at Gunadala are especially put in charge of those mentioned in constitutions 28 “young people…. Who give indications of an apostolic vocation.  We help them to discover, accept and develop the gift to lay, consecrated or priestly vocation, for the benefit of the whole church and of the Salesian family”.

This we do in a more generic way for our apostolic school boys (i.e IX and X and first inter classes at Present), before who we place the whole gamut of charisms open to the church, helping them to discover the will of God for their life, also in the hope that a genuinely salesian environment may bring out many Salesian vocations.

The final year intermediate students and the post inter students who have made a choice for salesian life are considered as pre-novices and to them we present in particular the riches of the charism of Don Bosco.  Hence the goal of the pre-novitiate is:

1. To give the candidate the possibility of maturing as a man and as a Christian making contact with salesian life and reflecting seriously on it, getting to know his own voction, deepening his vocational choice and verifying his spirituality for beginning the novitiate making a decision in the knowledge of what he is doing, free from internal and external pressures.

2. To allow the congregation to judge whether the candidate is sufficiently mature for entering the novitiate (FSDB 309 c.109).
DON BOSCO MISSION, RAVULAPALEM

The primary scope of the Ravulapalem Mission is evangelisation.  Considering the fact that vast majority are poor and illiterate, the new perspective on evangelisation as laid down by the teaching of the Church forms the basis for the various activities of the Parish.  The Boarding School is for boys and girls (Catholics and catechumens).  The English Medium school has been started for the purpose of supporting the mission work financially and establishing contact with the neighbourhood. PARA, a registered society for social action initiatives of the mission concretise this scope.

St. Paul’s Regional Seminary at Nuzvid offers one year Spiritual Orientation Course.  This course is organized on the model of the novitiates of the Religious with the adaptations necessary for Diocesan Seminarians.  It is the privileged intermediate time to impart basic intensive and integral spiritual training to the seminarians by means of human, moral, intellectual and above all spiritual formation with serious reflection on the concrete state of life of their Christian and priestly vocation.  This course aims at helping them to become holy and dedicated priests.  The scope also includes promotion of vocations to Salesian way of life.
DON BOSCO NAVAJEEVAN, PUNGANUR

The scope of this Punganur Mission is Evangelisation viz. to evangelise by educating and to educate by Egvangelising.  To achieve this we need to proclaim Christ whenever and wherever possible.  Promotion of vocations is an integral part of the Mission’s scope.
